· Influencing and feeding back on consultations

· Help and support adults to engage with young people

How would it work?

Young Advisors could be any young person who is interested in getting involved and having their say. There could be up to 15 Young Advisors across Sutton, perhaps some representing their local area and others with interests in certain topics, such as the environment or health.

A key role for the Young Advisors would be to represent young people in Sutton and to feedback ideas and issues to their peers.
