List of Definitions :-
	Abatement  


	An amount of money which will be deducted from a schools allocation in the schools funding formula to reflect funding that will now be delivered to maintained nursery schools and classes through the Early Years formula. 

	Age Weighted Pupil Unit (AWPU)
	This is the main source of funding in the schools funding formula, based on a sum of money for each pupil according to age.

	Attendance
	Pupil attendance is based on pupil registration and not the daily attendance figures.

	Base rate
	The amount each provider will receive per child per hour for the free entitlement (this rate will vary depending on the type of provider (i.e. maintained nursery class, nursery school or PVI).

	Department for Children, Schools & Families (DCSF)
	The central government department responsible for the free entitlement and single funding formula in England. 

	Deprivation supplement
	The amount that will be awarded to each provider (in addition to the base rate) as a lump sum per provider based on the home address of each of the pupils in each setting and using IDACI weightings and a unit cost.   

N.B. this supplement is being awarded in order to support settings to improve the outcomes of the most disadvantaged children.

	Early Years Consultative Group 

(EYCG) 
	The group established in the London Borough of Sutton that is overseeing the introduction of the Single Funding Formula and the extension to the free entitlement. The EYCG is made up of Council officers, headteachers and PVI representatives. 

	Early Years Single Funding Formula (EYSFF)
	The system the London Borough of Sutton will be using from April 2010 to fund the free entitlement in the maintained and PVI sectors.

	Flexibility supplement 


	The amount each provider will be awarded (in addition to the base rate) per hour per child if the setting is registered with the London Borough of Sutton as a flexible provider. In order to be a registered flexible provider, a setting must offer at least some parents the opportunity to access the free entitlement in an alternative way to the traditional five mornings or five afternoon sessions. 

N.B. if a provider is registered as a flexible provider it will receive the flexibility supplement for each child (irrespective of the number of children who access the free entitlement flexibly).

	Free entitlement (12.5 hrs increasing to 15 hrs)
	The hours of free early learning (Nursery Education) available to all 3 and 4 year olds. 


	Income Deprivation Affecting Children Index (IDACI) 
	This is an index provided by the Government that measures the proportion of children under the age of 16 in an area living in low income households.  IDACI is a supplementary index to the Index of Multiple Deprivation and is given at a Super Output Area level.  Further information is available from http://www.odpm.gov.uk 

	Maintained provision 
	Early Years providers in establishments maintained by  the Council (for example nursery schools and nursery classes in primary schools),

	Participation led funding 


	From April 2010, all Early Years providers (with the exception of special schools and other such provision) will be funded on the basis of the number of hours each child is registered to attend at that setting during the week of the Single Pupil Count.

N.B. Participation led funding will only take account of registration (the hours parents have signed up to). It will not take account of daily attendance. 

	Private, Voluntary and Independent sector providers (PVI)
	Early Years settings that are not maintained by the Council.

	Quality supplement
	The amount that will be awarded to each provider (in addition to the base rate) per child per hour to support the setting deliver quality early learning and care.  

	Schools Forum 


	A consultative group made up of headteachers, governors and other representatives including the PVI sector focused on the local distribution of funding from the Dedicated Schools Grant (DSG) including schools and Early Years provision. 

	Sector supplement 


	The amount that will be awarded to maintained nursery classes in schools and nursery schools (in addition to the base rate) per child per hour in recognition of the additional cost required in employing a qualified teacher. 

	Single Pupil Count 
	The mechanism the London Borough of Sutton will use to count how many eligible 3 and 4 year olds are registered at a setting. Each term, every provider in Sutton will be required to declare the number of 3 and 4 year olds it has registered for the free entitlement – this declaration will determine the level of funding paid to the setting. 

	Standards Fund
	A specific government grant that is targeted at a particular area.


1. Background 
1.1
In June 2007 the government announced that Local Authorities would be required to use a single local formula for funding the Early Years free entitlement in the maintained, private, voluntary and independent (PVI) sectors from April 2010. This was to support the extension of the free entitlement for 3 and 4 year-olds and to address inconsistencies in how the offer is currently funded across the maintained and PVI sectors. 

1.2
In response to this and in accordance with the Department for Children, Schools and Families (DCSF) guidance, the authority set up an Early Years Consultative Group (EYCG), its membership being representative of the Early Years providers in Sutton.  The EYCG has been set up to support, guide and challenge the Local Authority in implementing the Early Years funding initiatives. This group has discussed the results of the initial data collection exercise that took place in January 2008 with PVI providers and February 2009 with maintained providers. 
1.3
A Formula Development sub group whose membership has been drawn from the EYCG was also set up to develop the new formula. Proposals for the new formula have also been considered by the Formula Review Group which is a sub-group of the Schools Forum.
1.4
A number of local authorities have been given pathfinder status in the area of Early Years funding. The lessons learnt from these pathfinders have been fed back to the DCSF. The guidance issued by the DCSF on the single pupil count, the single funding formula and the extension to 15 hours free entitlement can be seen in full on their website at: http://www.dcsf.gov.uk/everychildmatters/
This guidance has been discussed at the EYCG and used as a starting point to develop a local funding formula. 

2. Principles underpinning the Single Funding Formula
2.1
The DCSF expect decisions about funding for maintained and PVI providers to be transparent and based on the same factors. Funding levels and methodologies do not have to be exactly the same for all providers, but any differences must be justifiable and demonstrable. 

2.2
The DCSF has set out a set of principles that they expect the funding formula to be developed in line with. 

The single formula should: 

· Support effective and efficient distribution of resources at a local level, while aiming to be as simple as possible; 

· Promote diversity and choice so that parents are able to access the free entitlement more flexibly; 

· Promote a high quality of provision in all settings; 

· Be based on common information from both the PVI and maintained sectors taking into account all costs and sources of income; 

· Take into account the same factors when deciding the level of funding for each sector, ensuring that decisions are transparent and differences between sectors are justifiable and demonstrable; 

· Take into account the sustainability of the market and the statutory duty on the local authority to provide sufficient childcare and consider the need for stability in both sectors; 

· Avoid perverse incentives; 

· Fund settings on the basis of participation, not places. Any exceptional use of place-led funding should be based on clearly defined local imperatives; 

· Enable transition from the current to the future funding mechanism to be planned and managed carefully, and based on clear impact assessment. 

3. Single Pupil Count
3.1
The Local Authority was required to have a single count mechanism in place for 3 and 4 year olds across all settings by April 2009. This had to be on the basis of participation rather than places (except in rare and exceptional circumstances). To reflect this change the Early Years Census (from 2008) and the School Census (from 2009) now collect data on the number of hours pupils attend each provision. It was agreed that a single termly count would take place for all providers in Sutton except for Special Schools where place-led funding would be continued. This guarantees places for pupils with the most complex needs in Special Schools. 

3.2
As there was no requirement for authorities to fund on the basis of this count until April 2010, the authority chose not to implement the new funding formula until April 2010. This has allowed the authority time to carry out further data collection, conduct this consultation and to produce indicative budgets for all Early Years providers for 2009/10. 
3.3
The indicative budget for maintained settings, based on January 2009 Census data, is included at Appendix 1A. This shows the funding for the maintained sector based on their historic funding methodology. The indicative budget based on the actual pupil attendance for all maintained and PVI settings in the previous year is shown at Appendix 1B. It is important to note that settings will receive funding based on actual participation per term and not the census data collected in the January prior to the financial year.
4. Indicative Budgets 

4.1
There will be a requirement that, as a minimum, participation must be counted on a termly basis across all providers.  Budgets must be adjusted in the financial year in order to ensure that funding reflects participation adequately.
4.2
A termly pupil count may be the most accurate way of counting pupils. However, the statutory requirements will require indicative budgets to be produced for all Early Years providers prior to the start of the financial year. When the indicative budgets are produced in March the actual pupil numbers and number of sessions taken up will not be known. This means that the indicative budgets may not be an accurate indication of the amount of funding that each provider will receive. Although the unit rates will not change during a financial year, the actual number of funded sessions at each provider may change, which will impact on the overall funding that the provider receives. 
4.3
In order to produce an indicative budget prior to the start of the financial year, pupil numbers and the take up of sessions will need to be estimated. Sutton proposes the following procedure for estimating pupil attendance in the indicative budget. 
4.4
The indicative budget will be based on the actual pupil attendance at the provider in the previous year; this is the easiest method to use, requiring no further data collection. In March 2010 the estimated pupils used to calculate the indicative budget for the financial year 2010/11 will be based on actual pupil attendance in the summer 2009, autumn 2009 and spring 2010 terms. 

4.5
In addition to this, new providers or those providers that did not offer the free entitlement in the previous year, could be funded based on estimated pupil attendance that is agreed between the provider and the Local Authority. Also where there are exceptional circumstances e.g. planned large growth in pupil numbers, these providers could be funded based on estimated pupil attendance that is agreed between the provider and the Local Authority.


5. In Year Cash Adjustments for Actual Pupil Numbers 
5.1
It is intended that cash advances will be paid to each establishment on a monthly basis. This is a move away from twice termly payments for the PVI settings in an attempt to improve their cash flow. It also brings PVI settings in line with the timings of the payments made to the maintained schools. Initially at the start of each term, payments would be based on estimated pupil attendance. The payments would then be adjusted part way through the term to be based on the actual pupil attendance. This means that the amount of each monthly payment may be different dependent on whether the pupil attendance was higher or lower than estimated. 

5.2
Payments will be made on the third Tuesday of each month and will usually credit the provider’s account three days later i.e. by the Friday.  The only exception is December when the payment is made on the second Monday to credit on the Thursday.
5.3
In order to calculate the initial payments each term estimated pupil attendance will be needed. It should be noted that this will not affect the final funding received by the provider as the final payments each term will be adjusted so that funding is based on actual pupil attendance. 
5.4
It is intended to use the actual pupil attendance at the provider in the previous year as an estimate. This does not require any further data collection. However, since this works on the previous year’s data it does not allow for any known changes in pupil numbers, which could affect providers initial cash flow. This data will be adjusted in later months, meaning that the overall amount of funding that a provider receives is not affected. 

5.5
Where there are exceptional circumstances or if the provider is new, then the cash flow could be based on estimated pupil attendance that is agreed between the provider and the Local Authority. 


6. Pupil Count Day 
6.1
At present there are separate count days for maintained schools and PVI settings. It is proposed to move to the same single head count each term for all maintained schools and PVI providers. It will ensure that a consistent approach is taken across all sectors. 

6.2
It is proposed to align the head count days with the DCSF count days. These are: 

· 20th May 2010 (3rd Thursday in May) 

· 7th October 2010 (1st Thursday in October) 

· 20th January 2011 (3rd Thursday in January) 

However, a count fixed on a single date may not reflect actual participation where pupils are able to access provision flexibly.
6.3
Dedicated Schools Grant (DSG) funding in respect of the PVI sector is based on pupils present during the count week corresponding with the January Census.  So most local authorities appear to be opting for this.  It is therefore proposed that Sutton conduct a weeks count in January, May and October which covers the Thursdays that the Schools Census take place.
6.4
Providers will be required to supply the Local Authority with information on pupil attendance by the Monday after the head count week. For providers not meeting this deadline their funding may be delayed. 

6.5
The funding each provider will receive is based on the actual pupil attendance during the count week. Pupils that transfer in or out of the provider after the termly count will not be adjusted for. 


7. Single Funding Formula
7.1
The single funding formula is intended to fairly distribute the available funding to all Early Years providers. This does not mean that all providers will receive the same amount of funding or the same session rate. It means that different providers will receive different levels of funding according to their needs and their costs. There is also a requirement from the DCSF that the formula will include a deprivation factor and an expectation that incentives will be built into the formula to promote good quality and flexible provision. 

7.2
In developing the funding formula, consideration was given to the amount of data that needed to be collected. A balance between the burden of additional data collection and the requirement to match funding to actual data was sought. Some data has already been collected, although additional data may need to be collected from Early Years providers in the future to allocate some of the formula funding factors.

7.3
There is no additional funding for Early Years (except the separate funding for flexibility and additional hours), so the formula needs to reallocate the current budget. The amount delegated to Early Years across all sectors in 2009/10 is estimated to be £5.3m. Introducing a single funding formula will result in some providers being funded more than in previous years and some providers less than in previous years. The impact of these changes needs to be considered for all providers before the new formula can be introduced.
7.4
It is intended to provide transitional funding in 2010/11 for those providers where the formula calculation results in reduced funding for their setting, if appropriate. This funding will only be available for one year for nursery classes in maintained schools and the PVI sector, but due to the specialist nature of the maintained nursery schools their financial position will need to be reviewed during 2010/11 and a decision made on their future funding.
7.5
The unit rates that have been used in this consultation document are indicative of the level that they are expected to be in the financial year 2010/11. However, depending on the settlement that the Local Authority receives and the actual number of pupils taking up the free entitlement may result in some changes to the unit rates. Once the unit rates for 2010/11 have been agreed at the Schools Forum meeting in the Spring Term of 2010, they will not change during the financial year. 

7.6
During 2008 and 2009 the EYCG and the Formula Development sub group discussed a number of options for a single formula. Data collection exercises took place in early 2008 and 2009. Further, more detailed data collection exercises targeted at some specific settings, have also taken place.  “Typical Cost Models” for each category of provider have been developed and these models have been used to determine the funding rates suggested.  The cost models are contained in Appendix 2. The proposed single funding formula is outlined below.
7.7
The DSCF practice guidance sets out the basic structure of the formula as follows:

7.8
Basic Hourly Rate

This is expressed as a rate per child per hour. The value of the basic hourly rate will vary according to the type of Early Years provider.  The unit rate has been calculated on the different costs structures associated with each sector and recognises the different staffing requirements and staff pupil ratios.  The basic unit rate is built up based on allocations for leadership, staffing, administrative supplies and premises costs.

There is separate funding for the extension to 15 hours of free entitlement for 3 and 4 year olds and to increase flexibility. This is not currently part of the formula but provided by the DCSF as a Standards Fund. The provisional allocation for 2010/11 is £1,124k. The flexible extension is only being piloted in selected providers from September 2009 and will be implemented across all providers from September 2010. 
7.8.1
Primary School Nursery Classes

(a) Base Rate - £3.47
Staffing has been funded at one full time teacher on the upper 1 pay scale and 1 full time nursery assistant on scale point 18. Planning, Preparation and Assessment time (PPA) and sickness cover have been allowed for at 10% of teacher costs and 2.5% of salary costs respectively.  This gives a ratio of 1 adult for every 13 pupils. 
Allocations for leadership, bursar, administration and caretaking are average apportionments based on pupil numbers. Learning resources costs have been estimated at £0.18 per pupil-hour for all maintained settings.
The base rate includes premises costs. In common with all sectors and to insure consistency premises costs have been apportioned to settings on the basis of places.  This approach as been adopted because Ofsted measure premises to determine the number of registered places and therefore there is a strong correlation between places and space.
(b) Maintained Sector Supplement - £0.58
This recognises the additional and unavoidable sector costs of a qualified teacher, nursery nurse and higher pay levels.
7.8.2
PVI Settings 
(a)  Base Rate (Full Day Care and Sessional Day Care) - £3.47
The same basic funding rate of £3.47 per pupil-hour has been applied to both the PVI and maintained nursery classes in primary schools.  The PVI sector operates on a ratio of one adult to every eight children.  
Leadership costs have been allocated based on 0.20 full time equivalents based on the average proportion of total setting hours spent on nursery education as evidenced from data collection exercises carried out in January 2008.

Staffing costs have been based on a 24 place setting for which a typical staffing structure could be

· 1 Early Years Professional Level 3

· 1 Assistant Early Years Professional Level 2

· 1 Unqualified 

7.8.3
Nursery Schools 

(a) Base Rate - £5.29
Sutton has two nursery schools with completely different models of delivery.  Spencer Nursery, a 40 place setting, also offers full day care and has Children’s Centre status. Thomas Wall Nursery delivers nursery education only and includes an Opportunity Base (specialist unit) which is exempt from the new formula.
It has been challenging to construct a formula to meet the funding requirements of these two diverse settings.  The base rate has been constructed by dividing their costs into two categories – total staff costs and all other costs.  At this level funding rates are broadly similar.
It is recognised that nursery schools have the highest hourly funding rates largely due to overheads associated with dedicated premises, management and administration costs which are not shared with a main school. We have therefore used a higher base rate, which can be clearly justified.  
Both of Sutton’s nursery schools are currently fully funded on the basis of places and so a move to participation led funding will need to be carefully managed.  The DCSF has recently reiterated the importance of the maintained nursery school in the early learning childcare system and the need to ensure that the funding for these schools remains viable.
(b) Maintained Sector Supplement - £0.58

This recognises the additional and unavoidable sector costs of a qualified teacher, nursery nurse and higher pay levels.

7.8.4
All establishments
The basic funding rates outlined above allocate approximately 95% of the total delegated Early Years budget.

7.9
Deprivation Allocation
There is a requirement from the DCSF to include a factor within the formula that allocates some funding through a deprivation factor. It is proposed to include a factor within the local formula that recognises providers which have a large number of pupils living in the more deprived areas as defined by Lower Super Output Areas (LSOA) and Income Deprivation Affecting Children Index (IDACI) scores. For the purposes of this allocation, although all pupils will be included, those from a more deprived area will have a higher weighting. A LSOA is a geographically defined area. Further information on the LSOA can be found on the observatory website. http://www.mkiobservatory.org.uk/Default.aspx
It is proposed to include a lump sum per setting, based on these factors, and calculated on an annual basis.

7.10 
Flexibility Allocation

From September 2010, all local authorities will be required to secure, as is reasonably possible, Early Years provision that is sufficiently flexible to meet local need. Traditionally, the overwhelming majority of Early Years providers in Sutton have offered parents and carers the opportunity for their child to access the free entitlement as five two and a half hour sessions Monday to Friday – either in the morning or the afternoon. 

However, from September 2010, all providers in Sutton will be expected to offer some degree of flexibility. As a result, an amount will be awarded to each provider (in addition to the base rate) per hour per child if the setting is registered with the London Borough of Sutton as a flexible provider. In order to be a registered flexible provider, a setting must offer a proportion of parents the opportunity to access the free entitlement in an alternative way to the traditional five mornings or five afternoon sessions. 
N.B. if a provider is registered as a flexible provider it will receive the flexibility supplement for each child (irrespective of the number of children who access the free entitlement flexibly).


7.11
Quality Allocation

From April 2010 a quality supplement will be built into the Early Years formula.  This supplement is intended to incentivise providers to continually improve the quality of provision they offer.  

Consideration is currently being given to using the Ofsted judgements each setting receives in order to determine whether a supplement should be awarded. Such a system would mean that only settings that received an Ofsted judgment of Good or Outstanding would receive the quality supplement. 
For calculation purposes it has been assumed that all settings are operating at a ‘good’ level and will receive £0.03 per pupil hour. In reality there will be a mixture of outstanding, good and unsatisfactory settings that will receive one of two rates or no quality supplement at all.
In addition, from April 2010, in exceptional circumstances, all funding will be withdrawn from a setting for the following reasons: 

· The setting is consistently judged by the Local Authority to be failing to meet the expected standard of integrated care and education.

· The setting fails to implement recommendations by the Local Authority in order to improve the quality of the provision to meet the expected standard. 


7.12
Special Educational Needs 
Existing funding arrangements will apply.  

7.13
Funding Comparison
The single funding formula is intended to fairly distribute the available funding to all Early Years providers, to include the base rate funding and the deprivation and quality supplements. Appendices 1A & 1B contain funding comparisons showing the base rates, the deprivation supplement and an assumed quality supplement for all settings.

7.13.1
Maintained Nursery Classes
The new funding rate will replace the nursery AWPU allocation in the main schools formula.  This results in an excess allocation or double counting at a rate of approximately 17.5% using 2009-10 budget data. The double counting will be negated via an abatement factor in the main schools formula which is consistent with the approach used for sixth form funding in secondary schools.
Therefore provided a nursery class maintains high occupancy levels, in principle, primary schools should not experience significant changes in funding. However, the new requirement to allocate supplements including deprivation and quality funding to ALL sectors must be funded from existing budgets. The affect on the allocation of the Early Years budget and impact on individual settings cannot, therefore, be accurately assessed until all the providers and pupil numbers are known and their quality assessed
7.13.2
PVI settings
The funding level provided for all PVI settings, including both the quality and deprivation supplements, is expected to at least equate to previous funding provision. This assumes that each provider is classified as good and receives the quality supplement. 
7.13.3
Nursery Schools

The new funding rate will replace all the nursery school funding in the main schools formula, with the exception of the SEN base at Thomas Wall Nursery School.
Both of Sutton’s nursery schools are currently fully funded on the basis of places and so a move to participation led funding will need to be carefully managed. Recent additional guidance has recognised a funding issue with Nursery Schools.
7.14
Interaction with the Schools Funding Formula
An abatement factor will be used in the Schools Funding Formula to eliminate double funding with the EYSFF for items such as premises and resources.  The alternative approach is to disaggregate items from the schools formula.  However, disaggregating items would be complex and extremely time consuming. Therefore the abatement method, for Sutton, is a more efficient route to ensuring that the schools formula does not double fund allocations with those of the EYSFF.
7.15
Proposed Transitional Protection Arrangements
It is proposed that all settings that are classified as at least good and would otherwise experience a negative funding allocation in 2010/11, when compared with 2009/10 funding, should receive transitional funding to alleviate any initial shortfall. This transitional funding will be reviewed during 2010/11 with the expectation that it will reduce or be eliminated in 2011/12.
