CONSULTATION ON OPTIONS FOR THE POSSIBLE EXPANSION OF PRIMARY SCHOOLS FROM SEPTEMBER 2013

As you may be aware, there is a rising demand for primary school places in the Borough which is likely to continue for the foreseeable future. We are therefore planning to increase the number of primary school places to meet this demand. These places should come into operation from September 2013. We believe that through expansion of a number of schools we will be able to ensure that every Sutton child requiring a school place will get one.

We are now consulting with a wide range of interested parties including parents, carers and professionals working in education and related sectors to find out their views on the suggestions for the expansion of primary schools set out in this document.

1.	INTRODUCTION

This summary consultation document outlines the Local Authority’s proposals to create additional places in reception year (YR) for September 2013. Your views are important to us, so please take the opportunity to express your opinion on the proposals in this document.

2.	CONSULTATIONS

There will be a number of public consultation meetings arranged to look at expansion of schools in general but, in particular, the proposals as they relate to the school at which the meeting is held. All meetings will, however, be open to all parents and members of the public who are interested in finding out more about the proposals.

Following the end of this consultation period in May 2012 a report will be submitted to the Council’s Children, Families and Education Committee (CFEC) at its June 2012 meeting detailing responses received and any issues raised during the consultation period. The CFEC will consider these responses before deciding whether to take the proposals forward through the publication of Statutory Proposals.





3.	THE PROPOSALS

The following schools are being considered for expansion by September 2013:

Amy Johnson Primary (30 to 60 places at Reception (YR) per year)
Avenue Primary (90 to 120 places at YR per year)
Dorchester Primary (90 to 120 places at YR per year)
St Mary’s RC Infant/Junior (60 to 90 places at YR per year)

For the proposed developments at the former Stanley Park High School site, where there will be an additional 120 places at YR per year along with provision to cater for children with Autistic Spectrum Disorder (ASD), the governing body at Bandon Hill Primary has agreed to explore the possible development along with the Council.

The schools have been identified on the basis that:

· they can be expanded (able to accept more pupils i.e. create additional accommodation on site);
· they are located where there is need;
· they are good schools and have the capacity to manage an increase in size; 
· the school is able to manage the expansion; 
· the expansion should provide good value for money. 

In addition, for the proposed developments at the former Stanley Park High School site, particular care has been taken in respect of the track record of the school to be involved and the quality of the school’s leadership. The location of the school, which on expansion would operate on a dual site basis, has also been an important consideration.

4.	THE FUTURE?

We will look at future needs based on current and projected pupil numbers. We will consider whether the accommodation should be permanent or temporary; for general teaching only or to offer a range of accommodation including studio spaces, office accommodation and hall spaces.

The funding to support the expansion of the five schools will be largely obtained from government grant.

5.	SPECIFIC CONSULTEES

We will consult with a range of interested parties and as a local resident we would welcome your views.
