Flooding

porous materials for front gardens and natural drainage measures

(c) provide space for rainfall by improving flood storage, creating amenity areas designed to flood and restoring watercourses to their natural state

Prolonged dry spells

(a) require higher standards of water efficiency in new homes

(b) use drought resistant planting to reduce the need for irrigation

(c) promote responsible use of water to preserve supplies in dry weather

Nature conservation

(a) strengthen protection of existing species and habitats to increase

their resilience

(b) encourage the planting of non-native drought-resistant species
